"And they shall take for Me a portion" (Exodus
25:2). And in Rashi: "For Me"—for My Name.
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It is said that it was printed in the name of Rabbi
Zusha of Anipoli, of blessed memory, that there is a
difficulty: it should have said "and they shall give"
instead.
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He explained that through charity, a unification is
made—through both the giver and the recipient, the
Divine Name Havayah is formed, as it is stated in the
holy books (Zohar 3:113a).
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Now, the giver undoubtedly intends for the sake of
Heaven, but the recipient usually intends for his own
benefit.
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Therefore, the verse warns "And they shall take for
Me a portion"—"for Me"—for My Name, meaning
that even the recipient should have intention for the
sake of Heaven.
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The initials of "%" (Li) stand for "To make a
unification", as mentioned above.

The Tabernacle in the wilderness was built with
willingness, each person according to the generosity
of his heart (our portion, Exodus 25:2); therefore, it
had endurance.
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And likewise, anything done with willingness endures,
while anything done by coercion does not endure.
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Therefore, the Temple of Eternity that Solomon built
did not endure, because he imposed a tax on Israel (I
Kings 5:27).
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And afterward, it was said that "Ratzon™
(Willingness) has the same numerical value as
"Moshe", and its secret is great.
